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Rumoi river
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The Rumoi River (Rumoi-gawa) is a first-class (top class) river in
Japan. It begins at the Teshio Mountains and flows into the Sea of
Japan through the Rumoi city area. The river meanders through a
long, narrow, and low plain parallel to the Fukagawa Rumoi
Expressway and the National Route 233. In the past, the JR Rumoi
Main Line connected Rumoi with Fukagawa so visitors and cyclists
can still take in the epic views of the great train graveyards and
other remains now along the bike trails in the city.
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The Rumoi flood occurred in 1988 and since then the Rumoi River
Festival has been held to commemorate the calamity annually in August.
